Bronze Mural

Where the door of the old church had bteen, a hronze
relief mural has since been installed and hlessed on
October 8, 1967. The sculpture of St. Thomas the
Apostle tcck two vears in its creation. The model
was completed in Oshkosh where the artist, Charles
McCleary, lived; and was cast at the Spampinato Foundry
in Chicago. Its dimensions are six feet by eight

feet and it weighs about 800 pounds.

The sculpturs was a gift to St. Thomas parish from
an anonymous donor (not a parishioner), who idea it
was tc enhance the appearance of the church and at
the same time to present to the community a beautiful
work of art so located that it can be easily seen and

enjoyed.

Chapel, Windows, and Organ

What is now our chapel, dedicated to the memory of
Edmund J. Aylward in October, 1972, was the original
church, completed in January, 1916. The west (altar)

end was burned in the fire of 1%6l.

Plans for the stained glass windows were instituted
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under the fourth rector, the Rev. A. Gordon Fowkes, in
the autumn of 1930 when a committee approved designs
for windows within the altar rail and behind the altar,
to be made by William Powell & Sons, Ltd., known as
the "White Friars' in England. These windows depicted
the Ascension of our Lord, the Institution of the
Lord's Supper, the First Confirmation in Samaria and

Music.

Seven vears later, under the Rev. Albert A. Cham-
bers (Now bishop of Springfield, I11.), interest was
revived and a vestry committee approved designs for
the remaining windows in the medallion style of the
fourteenth century. Subjects included the Nativity
and Baptism of our Lord, the portrayal of some of His
parahles and miracles and the Crucifixion and Resur-
rection. All were designed by the James Powell studios

of London and are now in the chapel and cloister area.

At this time, the large window to be placed over
the altar between the Institution of the Lord's
Supper and the First Confirmation, given earlier by
St. Agnes' Guild, was commissioned. Given by Mr. and
Mrs, J.C. Kimberly, it was dedicated on Christmas Eve,
1939. This window, eight feet high and four feet
wide, shows Christ with outstretched arms, inviting

all to come unto Him.

Although heavily burned in the fire, by the Grace
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of God and the efforts of the Menasha Fire Department,
which constantly poured water on the windows, they
and the aitar were in salvagable condition. Esser
Studios in Milwaukee were able, with 207 hours of
labor by craftsmen, artists, glass painters and glaz-
iers, to restore the windows. This entailed the use
of antique glass, especially imported from England in
tder to match the original colors; special pigments,

nitrates of silver and virgin lead.

The altar was restored also, and moved tc its pre-
sent location in the east end. Above this the restored

windows were placed.

In 1972 a console organ was added to the Chapel
furnishings, given by Mrs. David Meily, family and

friends, as a memorial of David Meily.

Thus the faithful devotion of those early members
of our parish adds to the atmosrhere of quiet rever-
ence which we enjoy today as we celebrate our weekday
Eucharists and daily Morning and Evening Prayer in
the Chapel at 5t. Thomas.

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ABOUT OUR WORSHIP

St. Thomas is a parish in the Eriscopal Diocese
of Fond du Lac. We believe that corporate worship
of God should be offered as a liturgical celebration.
That is, that it is a "work of the people’ (liturgy)
who are truly celebrating their thanksgiving. Many
of the customs being used in worship at St. Thomas
date back to the earliest period of Thristianity.

The schedule of regular Services is listed on
the back cover of this booklet.,

At present our Service is from the proposed lit-
urgy. As we move from one trial liturgy to another,
and from one Church season to another, new liturgy
pamphlets will be put out at both entrances to the
Sanctuary so that the Service can be fellewed with

the least possible confusion.

Customs

Among the customs that you might find different
in this parish are the use of lay persons as element
bearers and lay readers fcr certain prayers and

lessons.
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The rationale for an adult couple to carry the
elements in the Offertcry Procession is really guite
obvicus. If the bread and wine we offer to God in
the Eucharistic Liturgy are representative of man's
whole life, it is clear that the heads of the family
-- the breadwinners, if you will -- shculd take pert
in the actual bearing of the elements; the bread,
wine and water, to the altar. It is a privilege and

pleasure to serve thus.

It is equally fitting that Christian laymen should
take part in the reading of scripture lessons and
leading the Prayer of Intercession -- for is not each
Christian a minister of the Lord te spread the Word
of Ged? And are we not admonished to pray for each
other? The new liturgical forms also give us an
onportunity to share cur individual petitions and
thanksgivings in the Prayer of Intercession, and you

are urged and invited to do so.

The Ministry of St. Thomas Parish

Qur parish is a worshipping and serving community
of the Episcopal Church. As such, we are a part of
the world-wide Anglican Communion of the One, Hely,
Catholic and Apostolic Church -- the Body of Christ

redemptively at work in the world. Obviously, there-
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fore, all parochial activities are directed toward
the end that St. Thomas may have an effective ministry
to all those for whom Christ died.

Many areas of fellowship, service and Christian
education are available and an inquiry at the parish
office will certainly reveal an opportunity for every-

one's particular interests and talents.

An important part of the ministry of the perish is
the education and Christian nurture of its children
and young people. Because we believe that we learn
by doing, the program c¢f Christian education in the
parish centers around the Family Eucharist each Sunday
morning at nine-thirty. Here families gather to
worship together. Children then have their classes
and adults receive instruction and sermons by the
clergy. A Church school for children from two years
of age through twelfth grade of high schocl is staffed
by well-trained and devoted teachers. 1In addition,
there is a baby nursery for infants and very tiny tots.
A Diccesan summer camp, Vacation Church School, pre-
Communion and pre-Confirmation classes and Bible study
and prayer groups for young people and adults supplement

this weekly program.

Baptisms, Marriages, Funerals
The Sacraments of Hely Baptism and Holy Matrimony
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are tc be sclemnized in the Church. Holy Baptism
may be administered elsewhere in case of emergency.

Godparents must be baptized Christians.

Marriages are solemnized only after arrangement
with the parish priest and after the perscribed pre-
nurtial conferences with him, Sundays, Advent and
Lent are not appropriate times for the solemnization
of Holy Matyimony. A nuptial Eucharist is urged for

communicants of the Church.

The Purial Qffice for those who are faithful
Church people should alwsys be held in the Church. A
requiem Eucharist is urged as part of the burial ser-
vice, Sunday is not an appropriate day for Christian

burial.
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ABOUT OUR FELLOWSHIP AND ACTIVITIES

VESTRY
The physical and financial affairs of St. Thomas
are carried out through the dedicated efforts of
these lay persons elected by their fellow parish mem-
bers at an annual meeting in January. Vestry meets

at 7:15 P.M, the second Monday of each month.

CHOIR
The choir is an all volunteer group who nct only
willingly give their time and talents tc enrich the
services at $t. Thomas, but who manage to thoroughly
enjoy singing to the glory of God. There is room in
the choir for those who would like to share this sat-
isfaction. Rehearsals are held at 7:30 Wednesday

evenings in the Parish Hall.

JUNIOR CHOIR

Young people in grades four and up meet each
Saturday morning at eleven o'clock and sing at the

11:15 Sunday services and at special Services during
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the Church year such as Christmas Eve, Easter Even

¢

and Ascension Day.

ALTAR GUTLD

Many hcurs of behind-the-scenes work gones into the
preparation cf the altar, the care of the priests'
vestments, care of the communion vessels and the altar
flowers. The Altar Guild is the women's group that
has taken on this responsibility as an exvression of
devotion. Members are appointed by the Rector. They
serve on a scheduled basis to 'keep house' in the

church sanctuary.

ACOLYTES

Serving as pages in God's house, the boys of
St. Thomas, beginning in December of their fifth grade
yezar, learn to practice their roles as maturing
Christians. Each acolyte must be thoughtful, rever-

emt, attentive and rescurceful.

USHEPS

't St. Thomas, the ushers assume an important
sfunction in the conduct of Sunday Services, and all
the parish men are expected to take their turns. A

Lay persons with a deep commitment read Morning
and Evening Prayer in the chapel each week day, rais-
ing our corporate prayers for the whole Church and
the world as well as specific intercessions for
special intercessicns for anniversaries and needs of

the members and friends of our parish family.

BOY SCOUTS

St. Thomas has an active Troop 3 of Boy Scouts of
America which meets every Tuesday - evening in the
parish Scout Rcom. The church also has a cabin on
the east shore of Lake Winnebago for over-night and
weekend camping. Summer camp is held at Gardner Dam
Campsite, coordinated through the Valley Council.
This program, which has been a p2rt of the parish for

fifty years, is open to boys over 11.

CANTERBURY CLUB

This is a group of adults who meet quarterly on an
informal basis. Its purpose is to increase our sense
of belonging in our parish life through good fellow-

ship. Everyone is welccme.
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COFFEE HOUR

Coffee is served in the Parish Hall every Sunday
after the 9:30 Service from September through May.
This exercise of Christian fellowship allows parish-
ioners to ¢et to know each other better as well as to

meet and welcome newcomers and visitors tc the parish,

LIBRARY

The Bockshelf is located in the parish hall lounge.
These baoks may be checked out at any time and you

are welcome to come in and hrowse.

WOMEY OF ST. THOMAS

All baptized Episcopal women after school age are
autcmatically members of the Wemen of the Church. The

ST. MARGARET'S GUILD

NURSERY SCHOOL

Twin City Nursery School began its operation in
1965, providing a program designed to meet the needs
of three and four year old children. The school is
a state licensed nursery school, programed for conti-
nuity in learning for each age group and is geared to
meet their interests and prepare them for later kin-
dergarten experiences. Three year olds attend on
Tuesday and Thursday mornings and four year olds
attend Monday, Wednesday and Friday mornings or

afternoons.

Yourn-Go

/. community teen center, originated by St. Thomas
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clergy and laity, now sponsored by the Vocational
Scheol District and partially funded through the Safe
Streets Act. Most of its activities are the work of

volunteers under the guidance of a full-time director.

ALCOHOLICS ANONYMOUS

A.A. is a fellowship of men and women who share
their experience, strength and hope with each other
that they may solve their common problem and help
others to recover from alcoholism. The only require-
ment for membership is a desire to stop drinking. An

A.A. group meets on Mondays at 8 p.m. in St. Thonas.

ALANCN

Alanon is an organization of and for families and
friends of those with alcchol problems. Alanon helps
build better understanding in coping with the inherent
problems found in this situation. A group meets at

St. Thomas at 8 p.m. each Tuesday.

HOPEFUL, FUTURE CLUB

Hopeful Future Club was organized in 1952 to
bring tecgether the handicapped of the Neenah-Menasha
area for fellowship and the understanding that we care
for each other. They meet the fourth Tuesday of each
month.
